This year, the Association sportive des aveugles du Québec (ASAQ) is honoured to host the tenth Montreal Open Goalball Tournament in Montreal, Quebec, on January 22nd 23rd and 24th, 2010.  Registration fees are $275.00 CDN per team (maximum of 6 players and 2 coaches). Registration deadline is December 16th, 2009.  Late registrations will not be accepted. 

GAME SCHEDULES

Teams are invited to arrive in Montreal on Friday, January 22nd, 2010. Competition will start on Friday, January 22nd, 2010 at 6:00 PM and will finish with the final games on Sunday, January 24th, 2010, mid-afternoon (between 2:00 and 3:00 PM). It is your responsibility to arrive on time for Friday’s scheduled games; you must also make sure to be available until the very end of the tournament on Sunday afternoon. Please note that only the 10 first men’s teams and the 6 first women’s teams to submit their Registration Form and fees will be accepted.

We will apply the 2010-2013 IBSA rules but will still proceed with our home formula.
